








If you are traveling to Macao from Hong Kong or Shenzhen, there are plenty of ferry services available, or you can walk 
across the border into Macao from Zhuhai. For long-haul travelers, the Macau International Airport, with an annual 
capacity for approximately six million passengers, operates chartered and scheduled flights into and out of Australia, 
mainland China, Indonesia, Japan, Malaysia, the Philippines, Singapore, South Korea, Taiwan, Thailand and Vietnam.

By Land

From the Zhuhai Lotus Bridge: Lotus Bridge → Customs → Complimentary CotaiShuttle  (9:30 am – 7:30 pm)

From Guangzhou: Guangzhou Province Coach Station → Gongbei Port Shopping Plaza in Zhuhai → Gongbei Customs

From Zhongshan: Zhongshan International Hotel → Gongbei Kee Kwan Coach Station → Gongbei Customs 

From Dongguan: Dongguan Nan Cheng Coach Station → Gongbei Kee Kwan Coach Station → Gongbei Customs

From Shenzhen: Qiao She Coach Station → Gongbei Port  Shopping Plaza in Zhuhai → Gongbei Customs

By Air  
From the Macau International Airport:              The Venetian Macao is only 5 minutes away via the complimentary Cotai Strip® CotaiShuttle™ which departs 
                                                                        from the airport every 15-20 minutes

From Hong Kong International Airport:             A direct express ferry whisks you to Macao within an hour without having to go through Hong Kong Customs.

From Guangzhou Baiyun Airport:                        Catch a coach service to Zhuhai Xinhe Coach Station (east of Gongbei Customs) and proceed to Gongbei                 
                                                                        Customs before entering Macao. Upon exiting Macao, take the complimentary CotaiShuttle to The Venetian  
                                                                        Macao. Total travel  time between Guangzhou and Macao is 2.5 hours.

From Zhuhai Airport:                                       Shuttle bus → Lotus Bridge Customs → Complimentary CotaiShuttle to The Venetian Macao
                                                                        (departing every 10-12 minutes from 9:30 am to 7:30 pm). Total traveling time is approximately 30 mins 

From Shenzhen's Bao’an International Airport: Shuttle bus → Fu Yong Ferry Terminal (45-minute journey to Macao) 

By Sea
The CotaiJet departs from the Hong Kong-Macao Ferry Terminal in Sheung Wan regularly 
throughout the day. Once you arrive in Macao at the Taipa Ferry Terminal, The Venetian Macao is 
just 5 minutes away via the complimentary CotaiShuttle.

Macao is one of the world’s most culturally diverse cities. When the Portuguese arrived on the shores of Macao in the 16th century, they brought with them their 
own cultural, religious and culinary traditions. These Mediterranean influences have blended and co-existed peacefully with the local Chinese culture for more than 
four centuries.
